In addition to the cost, convenience and sanitation advantages of CoolerZone™, there is a great environmental advantage in being a CoolerZone™ customer.  

First of all, bottled water delivered in 
5-gallon jugs has to travel a long way from the filling plant. Since water is heavy it requires tremendous amount of energy to move it from the filling line to your water cooler. Water delivered in smaller bottles are simply discarded after one use and most end up in landfills. 

For example, once the bottle has been manufactured (from oil based products) it must be moved by (diesel) truck to the filling plant. Often a forklift (gas or propane) loads and unloads pallets of bottles. Once washed with hot water (electric or gas water heaters), the bottle is filled and transported via (electric) conveyor to be once again loaded (with a forklift) on a route truck (diesel). The truck must then travel many miles per day, often over one hundred miles per day delivering water and picking up empty bottles to start the process all over again.  

So you can see, the water you may be currently buying has been well traveled and has consumed more than its fair share of resources.

What about the small bottles? Ever wonder where most of those plastic water bottles go that we consume every day? They end up in landfills where they can take hundreds if not thousands of years to decompose. Exempt from many state deposit laws, and most often used away from home where recycling bins are scarce, the majority of water bottles do not make it into the recycling stream.  Save resources by drinking from a glass whenever you can, or use a refillable, stainless steel bottle when you are on the go. 

Not only do plastic bottles accumulate and stress landfills, they are made from polyethylene terephthalate (PET), or polycarbonate (PC) both petroleum products, and their manufacturing process uses oil, a nonrenewable energy source, and increases CO2 emissions. 

So kick the plastic water bottle habit. That way you can avoid the controversy over chemicals leaching from both hard and soft plastics into your water.
