Below are some cooler photos of what we commonly find in the field. These are actual photos of customer coolers.  These pictures have not been enhanced or embellished.
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The photo to the right shows the top of the cooler. Many bottled water companies use a feature called the “WaterGuard™” to keep coolers clean, but as you can see years of neglect and lack of a sanitary service have made for an awful sight.  This is not the image of purity and cleanliness you would expect from bottled water, but unfortunately this is more common than you would think. 
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The photo on the left after we removed the WaterGuard™ shows algae, mold or fungi. 
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The Photo on the right, after the WaterGuard™ was completely removed shows what appears to be a significant amount of scum buildup.  This is probably a combination of biofilm, dirt and precipitated calcium deposits.  It is obvious this cooler has not been sanitized in years.
